PARTICIPANTS  

Every FAI country affiliated may register a team, as it is allowed in the 
Sporting Code Section 4.  The individual world champion for the world 
championship that took place in 2005 in France, is also entitled 
to participate in the event. 

 

Each Team may consist of a Team Manager, 3 (three) competitors, 
assistants or helpers. 

Supporters from all countries are also welcome to attend.  

ORGANIZERS 

The Argentine Aeromodelling Federation (FAA) is pleased to announce 
that it will be the host for the 25th World Championships for Radio 
Control Aerobatics (FAI Class F3A), as approved in March 2005 at the 
CIAM Plenary Meeting in Lausanne, Switzerland. 

  

LOCATION 

The F3A World Championship will be held at the airport Sauce Viejo, 
located 10 km south-west from the city of Santa Fe, in the province with 
the same name.  

The championship will be conducted in the facilities of the airport. The 
two parallel taxi strips of the airport will be used for two independent 
flight lines. Both are orientated to the south to ensure all-day flying 
without interference from the sun and, without changing the flight axis. 
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OFFICIAL ENTRIES: 

82 competitors from 32 countries have registered for the Championship. 
In Annex 1, you will find the list of the competitors, team managers, with the 
frequencies to be used by the team. Please ensure that spellings of the names 
and frequencies are 100% correct. 
 

 

PRACTICE SITES: 

Ten practice sites are available, and are located all around the World 
Championship area. Detailed maps are published on the web site 
(www.argentinaf3a.com).

2) Esperanza Airfield 20km from Santa Fe city 
3) Esperanza – Alborada Hotel 25km from Santa Fe city 
4) Parana Airfield – two flight lines 40km from Santa Fe city 
5) Diamante Airfield 75km from Santa Fe city 
6) Galvez Airfield 80km from Santa Fe city 
7) San Lorenzo, Aero Modeling Club 90km from Santa Fe city 
8) Rafaela Airfield – Two flight lines 95km from Santa Fe city 
9) San Justo Airfield – Two flight lines 95km from Santa Fe city 
10) San Francisco Airfield – Two flight lines 120km from Santa Fe city 

 

 

FAI SPORTING LICENSES: 

Each competitor (pilot), the Team Manager, must present a signed FAI Sporting 
Licence, issued by the respective NAC’s on behalf of the FAI. 

 

PROTESTS: 

All protests must be presented in writing to the Contest Director at the 
competition, and must be accompanied by the deposit of a fee of 30 Euros, (or 
42US$, or 40CHF). The deposit is returned only if the protest is upheld. 

LANGUAGE 

The official languages of the 25th F3A World Championships are English and 
Spanish.

OFFICIAL REGISTRATION 

Official registration will be done at the Sauce Viejo Airport Hall. The registration 
personnel will conduct this exercise only with the team manager. Any changes 
or additions to your team must be done at this time. 
The Team Manager must provide the following: 
 

·  Signed FAI Sporting Licences (Team Manager and Competitors) 
·  Copy of National Anthem (tape or CD), country national flag (dimension 

1m x 1,5m approx.). After the prize giving ceremony, the Team Manager 
may recover the Flag and Anthems. 

·  Bank transfer payment copy of all fees. 
·  A written list with the names, passport numbers and blood type of all the 

member of the delegation. 
 



 

Any financial deficits must be paid during this registration process; there will be 
no exceptions. 
Extra Banquet tickets may be bought during the registration. 

FAI CERTIFICATES  

Each competitor must present an FAI specification certificate for each model 
aircraft to be used in the championship, before processing of the model aircraft 
commences. This certificate must be signed and stamped by, or on behalf of 
the National Airsport Control organization from the country the competitor 
represents. 

COMPETITION RULES 

The competition rules are according to the 2004 FAI Sporting Code, Section 4, 
as well as all applicable amendments.

We strongly recommend all participants to get personal and travel insurance 
purchased before arrival in Argentina. There will be a first aid emergency 
service at the competition site, as well as limited third party liability insurance 
which will be contracted by the organization. 

The organizers are not responsible for any other injury to persons, or loss, theft, 
or damage to property. 

CLIMATE 

The climate of the city of Santa Fe is strongly influenced by the Parana river. 
Defined as a moderate “pampeano”, the climate is influenced by some 
irruptions of cold air associated with the Pampero wind, causing an overlap in 
seasonal activity. Generally, it may be expected to be hot from November to 
March. Daily temperature changes may occur from east to west, and the 
relative humidity and precipitation may diminish as a result. 



 

The weather in spring is usually fair during the day, with cool nights. 

November is characterized by an average temperature of 22.3º Celsius, with a 
maximum of 28.1º Celsius and a minimum of 17,2º Celsius. In rare cases in 
history, exceptional variations of the mentioned values have been registered.    

The average monthly rainfall for November is 107.0 mm. The relative humidity 
average is approximately 77%. In November, the statistics indicate that the 
region experiences 13 days with clear skies, 6 days with overcast cloud, and 7 
rainfall days.  

The altitude above sea level of the Sauce Viejo aerodrome is 1,2 meters. 

MISCELLANEOUS 

·  The voltage used in all Argentine territory is 220V,  50Hz 
·  At each of the practice sites, there is electricity available, to satisfy the 

participants’ needs.  
·  The currency in Argentina is the Peso, but Euro and US Dollar is also 

accepted.  
·  Provision will be made at Sauce Viejo airport for Internet WI FI, for the 

participants to use. 
·  We suggest you check with the Argentine consulates and migratory 

authorities in your respective countries, for visa and entry requirements 
to Argentina.          www.cancilleria.gov.ar “temas consulares”.  

·  Driving is done on the right-hand side of the road in Argentina.
